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Turist Rehberligi meslegi, Tiirk turizminin 6nemli yap1 taslarindan biridir. Tiirkiye’de
bu is kolu, ozellikle 19. Yiizyil Osmanli’sinda 6nemli hale gelmis, 20.Yiizyilin
baslarinda cereyan eden savaslar esnasinda ise meslek kismen de olsa basibos
birakilmistir. Cumhuriyet Donemi ile birlikte yeniden ivme kazanan turist rehberligi, ilk
terciman rehber kurslariyla birlikte artik profesyonellesme yolunda ilerlemeye
baslamis, ilk yonetmeligine ise 1971 yilinda kavusmustur. 1971 yilindan 2012 yilina
kadar gegen 41 yillik siire igerisinde meslek, yonetmeliklere bagli bir is kolu olarak
devam etmigstir. 7 Haziran 2012 tarihinde yayinlanan “Turist Rehberligi Meslek
Kanunu” ile birlikte artik turist rehberligi, tam anlamiyla sinirlarinin kanunla ¢izildigi
bir meslek halini almistir. Turist rehberligi meslegi agisindan 2012 yilin1 bir “milat”
olarak kabul etmek mimkiindiir. Turist Rehberligi Meslek Kanunu sonrasinda bu
meslege yonelik gerceklestirilen bilimsel ¢alismalarin sayisindan da ciddi bir artisin
meydana geldigi goriilmektedir. Ancak bir¢ok disiplinde oldugu gibi turist rehberligi
alaninda giiniimiize kadar gergeklestirilen akademik ¢alismalarda da pozitivizm, hakim
paradigma olmustur.

Oznesi insan olan turist rehberliginde, pozitivist yaklasimla bir¢ok sorunun nedenlerini
irdelemenin ne kadar miimkiin oldugu 6nemli bir tartisma konusudur. Zira bugiin turist
rehberligi alaninda ulusal bazda yapilan pek ¢ok yayinda da turist rehberligi mesleginin
icra edilmesinden yasal diizenlemelerin sorunlu yanlarina, yasa dis1 rehberlik
faaliyetlerinden turist rehberligi egitim kademelerine kadar pek ¢ok problem ortaya
atilmakta ve tim bu sorunlar ¢6ziim beklemektedir. Dolayisiyla turist rehberligi
alaninda, verilerinin goriisme, odak grup, katilimli goézlem gibi farkli yontem ve
tekniklere odaklanan nitel arastirmalara daha fazla ihtiya¢ duyuldugu bir gergektir.
Diger bir deyisle; dogrudan sorunun kaynagina inip, derinlemesine bilgi elde etme
odakli ve tiimevarim merkezli arastirmalarin anket teknigi ile elde edilen bilgilerden
daha gerceke¢i olacagr goriisii ortaya ¢ikmaktadir.

Bu ama¢ dogrultusunda kurulan Turist Rehberligi Nitel Arastirmalar Dergisi, turist
rehberligi ile arkeoloji ve sanat tarihi gibi farkli disiplinlerle iliskili kesifsel ¢aligsmalari
yayinlamay1 hedeflemektedir. Derginin yayin dili Tiirk¢e ve Ingilizcedir. Dergiye
makale gonderecek olan yazar(lar), dergi yazim kurallarinda belirtilen sablona uygun
olarak makalelerini gondermeleri gerekmektedir. Yayin hayatini elektronik ortamda
siirdliiren Turist Rehberligi Nitel Arastirmalar Dergisi’nde, Haziran ve Aralik olmak
tizere yilda iki say1 yayilanmaktadir. Yayin siirecinin hi¢bir asamasinda yazar(lar)dan
herhangi bir iicret talep edilmez.
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Tourist Guiding profession is one of the most important building blocks in Turkish
tourism. In the 19th century, in the late period of the Ottoman Empire, this profession
especially became important. However, during the wars taking place at the beginning of
20th century, the profession left unattended, albeit partially. With the Republican
Period, the profession, gaining momentum and started to progress towards
professionalization with the first interpreter guide course and got its first regulation in
1971. In the 41-year period from 1971 to 2012, the profession continued as an
occupation in accordance with the regulations. With the “Tourist Guiding Profession
Law” enacted in 7th of June 2012, tourist guiding became a profession whose boundaries
were drawn by law. It is possible to regard 2012 as a “milestone” in terms of tourist
guiding profession. Since 2012, there has been an enormous increase in the number of
scientific research associated with the profession. However, as in many disciplines,
positivism has been the dominant paradigm in the field of tourist guiding.

It is an important discussion topic to what extent it is possible to explain the causes of
many problems with positivist paradigm in tourist guiding whose subject is human
being. Many publications in the field of tourist guiding on the national basis today, have
put forth many problems from the practice of tourist guiding, associated with the legal
regulations, illegal tourist guiding to tourist guiding education and all these problems
await solutions. Hence, it is a fact that more qualitative research is needed in the field
of tourist guiding, concentrating on such methods and techniques as interviews, focus
groups, and participatory observation. In other words, inductive research focused on
obtaining in-depth information by going directly to the source of the problem will be
more realistic than the information obtained by the survey technique. Established for
this purpose, Journal of Qualitative Tourist Guiding Research (JTGR) aims to publish
exploratory studies in such disciplines as archaeology, art history and mythology
associated with tourist guiding. The publication language of the journal is Turkish and
English. The authors who want to submit their papers to the journal must follow the
template specified in the journal writing rules. Journal of Qualitative Tourist Guiding
Research (JTGR) which continue its publication life in online, is published biannually,
in June and December. No fee is charged to the authors at any stage of the publication
process.
