Uluslararast hakemli dergimiz, Turist Rehberligi Nitel Arastirmalar Dergisi’nin yedinci cilt
birinci sayisi, birbirinden farkli konularda kaleme almman {ii¢ arastirma makalesinden
olugsmaktadir. Bu sayimizda yer alan tim caligmalari, begeni ile okuyacagmizi temenni
ediyoruz.

Urekli ve Soybal1 tarafindan gergeklestirilen ¢alisma, Turist Rehberleri Odalar1 Birligi’ne
kayitl olan 5 meslek odasmin iiyelerine sagladiklari mesleki katkilar1 ortaya koymay1
amaclamistir. Bu amagla, meslek odalaria telefon ve e-posta yoluyla ulasilarak c¢alismaya
katilmalar1 saglanmistir. Arastirma neticesinde meslek odalari tarafindna en sik kullanilan bilgi
araglarinin seminer, konferans, panel ve c¢evrimi¢i yayinlar oldugu ve en ¢ok etkinlik
gerceklestiren odalarin sirastyla Aydin, Istanbul, Izmir, Antalya ve Ankara Rehberler Odasi
oldugu tespit edilmistir.

Ozdemir, Akyiirek ve Geng tarafindan gerceklestirilen ¢alismada, mikoturizmin Fethiye’de
uygulanabilirligi ve potansiyeli turist rehberlerin bakis agisiyla ortaya koyulmaya calisilmistir.
Yapilan nitel analiz neticesinde bdlgede ekoturizm ve doga yliriiylisii temali turlarin kismen
gerceklestirilmesine ragmen mantar toplama faaliyetlerinin heniiz turistik bir {iriin olarak
yayginlasmadigi tespit edilmistir. Aragtirmaya katilan rehberlere gére mikoturizm turistler
acisindan ilgi c¢ekici bir deneyim alanidir ancak bilgi eksikligi, talep diistikliigii ve ¢evresel
strdiiriilebilirlik agisindan kaygi vericidir. Calisma kapsaminda, rehber egitimi, bilinglendirme,
yerel katilim ve dikkatli planlama gerekliligi 6nerilen temel hususlar arasinda yer almistir.

Karaosmanoglu ve Keser tarafindan yiiriitillen ¢alisma, lisans dlzeyinde yiyecek ve icecek
isletmeciligi boliimii 6grencilerinin otel igletmelerinin yiyecek-i¢cecek departmanlarina yonelik
algilarin1 ortaya koymay1 amaglamistir. Odak grup goriismeleri yoluyla elde edilen verilerin
analizi neticesinde, uzun calisma saatleri, personel lojmanlarindaki temizlik sorunu ve diisiik
iicretler motivasyonu olumsuz etkileyen temel unsurlar arasinda gosterilmistir. Yiikselme
siire¢lerinde kayirmaciligin liyakatin Oniinde yer almasi, isyeri ortamindaki cinsiyet¢i
soylemler ve mobbing 6ne ¢ikan diger bulgular arasinda gdsterilmistir.

Haziran 2026 sayimiza katki saglayan yazarlarimiza, ¢aligsmalari hassasiyetle degerlendiren
degerli hakemlerimize ve yayin siirecinde emegi gecen ¢alisma arkadaslarimiza siikranlarimizi
sunuyoruz. Hakem kurulumuzu her gecen giin genisletmeye devam ettigimizi ve dergimizin
uluslararas1 alanda hak ettigi yere gelebilmesi icin elimizden geleni yaptigimizi bilmenizi
isteriz. Aralik 2026 sayimizda, birbirinden degerli ¢alismalarla sizleri bulugsmay1 temenni
ederiz.
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INTRODUCTION

The first issue of the seventh volume of our international peer- reviewed journal, Journal of
Qualitative Tourist Guiding Research, consists of three research articles written on different
subjects.We hope that you enjoy reading all the articles in this issue.

The study carried out by Urekli and Soybali aimed to reveal the professional contributions
provided to the members of the five professional chambers registered in the Union onf Tourist
Guides Chambers. For this purpose, the chambers were contacted via phone and e-mail to
ensure their participation in the study. As a result of the research, it was revealed that seminars,
conferences, panels and online publications were the most frequently used information tools by
the chambers and that the chambers which organized the most events were Aydin, istanbul,
[zmiri Antalya and Ankara respectively.

In the study conducted by Ozdemir, Akyiirek and Geng, the feasibility and potential of
mycotourism in Fethiye was tried to be revealed from the perspectives of tour guides. As a
result of the qualitative analysis, it was determined that mushroom picking activites have not
become widespread as a tourist product, although ecotourism and hiking themed tours are
partially carried out in the region. According to the tour guides participating in the research,
mycotourism is an interesting experience area for tourists, but it is worrisome in terms of lack
of information, low demand and environmental sustainability. Within the scope of the research,
guide training, awareness raising, local participation and the need for careful planning were
among the main issues recommended.

The study conducted by Karaosmanoglu and Keser aimed to reveal the perceptions of
undergraduate students of food and beverage management towards the food and beverage
departments of hotels. As a result of the analysis of the data obtained through focus group
discussions, long working hours, hygiene problems in staff housing and low wages were shown
among the main factors that negatively affect motivation. Other highlighted findings included
favoritism over merit in promotion processes, gender based discrimination at the workplace and
mobbing.

We would like to express our gratitude to the authors who contributed to the June 2026 issue,
our esteemed reviewers who evaluated the articles with great care, and our colleagues who
contributed to the publication process. We would like you to know that we are continuously
expanding our peer review board and that we do our best to bring our journal to the place it
deserves in the international area.
